Resolution No. 2,  Parking Meter Legislation
Whereas, the responsibility for commercial parking meter compliance now resides with the state bureau and the remaining local weights and measures programs; and

Whereas, House Bill 1423 presently residing in Senate committee would transfer the responsibility for accuracy and compliance of commercial parking meters to the various local municipalities who presently maintain and operate these meters; and

Whereas, these local municipalities have not in the past properly maintained and operated these meters; and
Whereas, commercial parking meters in PA generate millions of dollars in revenues, fines and penalties; and

Whereas, the accuracy of these meters is critical to the fair dispensing of time to consumers; and

Whereas, the accuracy and proper maintenance of these meters are critical for the legal application of fines and penalties paid by consumers; and

Whereas, turning over the inspection and compliance responsibilities to the local municipalities who presently operate these meters would create a conflict of interest that would be detrimental to consumers and the general public.; and 

Whereas, this legislation would also increase the inspection cycle from three (3) years to five (5) years causing further problems with proper maintenance and accuracy of these meters; therefore be it

Resolved, that the members of the Pennsylvania Association of Weights and Measures encourage the defeat of legislation such this. 
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
